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FORCE AND WEAPONRY - BASIC 

  

COURSE 
DESCRIPTION: 

Force and Weaponry - Basic is a 40-hour course designed for field probation officers who are required to carry 
firearms in the performance of their duties. Topics include day and night shooting, use of force, firearms safety, 
principles of arrest control, and tactical reloading. Pass/No Pass only. 
 
Because this course is designed to provide practical hands-on training in police tactics and weapon usage, 
participants in this course will engage in physically demanding classroom training exercises that include a risk 
of injury to the participants. 
 
Upon completion of the course, all students will receive an ARC SRPSTC Certificate of Completion and a 
grade submitted for their college transcripts.  Only in-service peace officers shall receive POST credit.     
 
Important Note: Students are strongly encouraged to arrive on time in order to complete the 
registration process and avoid impeding instructional time. Late students who miss this process will 
not be allowed to attend the course. 
 
This course is designed for field probation officers who are required to carry firearms in the 
performance of their duties. Topics include day and night shooting, use of force, firearms safety, 
principles of arrest control, and tactical reloading. Pass/No Pass only. 

PREREQUISITES: PSTC 1273* (Probation Officer Core)  

NOTES: All students must submit a Medical Clearance letter/form prior to the start of the course, and must be 18 
years of age or older. Clearance letters must be no older than 90-days prior to the last day of the class 

MATERIALS 
NEEDED: 

Authorized service handgun (pistol or revolver), 850-1000 rounds of factory ammunition, 10 dummy rounds, 
shooting glasses, ear protection, 3 magazines or 2 speed loaders and carriers, handgun holster utilized in 
service, cleaning kits, handcuffs, body armor, appropriate range attire keeping weather in mind. 
 
DO NOT BRING AMMUNITION OR LOADED WEAPONS TO FIRST DAY OF CLASS.  
Bring all other equipment and a sack lunch on the last day of class (no refrigeration on campus).   
Note: students should expect to be physically stressed during this weeklong course.
